On 6th September, Afghan Red Crescent has initiated
distribution of cash assistance under the supervision of
Mr. MawlaviMati-Ul-Hag “Khalis” Acting General
President of ARCS to the beggars, who were registered

by ARCS in Kabul city.
Before, distribution of cash assistance, Mr.

MawlaviMati-ul-Haq “Khalis” Acting General President
of ARCS-while talking to the media told “this assistance
is for the helping of those vulnerable citizens, who were
begging due to severe poverty; so it's our task-work
responsibility to help the beggars”.

He said “it was the instruction of Ameer-Ul-Momineen that the beggars shall be helped and ARCS has to play a

significant role in this process”. That's why, following the decision of cabinet, we had begun upon working, and

under the supervision of vice-president of ARCS, we initiated the process of registration of the vulnerable beggars'

families in Kabul city, and pay every month 2000 AFN to each member of the beggar's family accordingly.
Mr. MawlaviMati-Ul-Haq “Khalis” Acting General President of ARCS, stated, “Afghan society is zealously cultured,

who do not like to beg; so it's our responsibility to help our beggars without putting them under any stipulation to

our best. But the beggars, who are receiving cash assistance from Afghan Red Crescent, hereinafter shall promise

that they must not begin the markets henceforth, because thisis a slap of shame on the face of this nation, if they do

not stop begging, then we will reconsider on the cash assistance that we have paid to them”.

Further, he called on international communities and told,

“we request the international donors to help Afghan Red

Crescentin the process of beggars because, Afghanistan is facing with multi problems in every field of life, therefore,

Afghan Red Crescentis unable to reach outto all problemslonely”.
He said, “we are determined that, if required, we are committed to extend the program of assistance to other

provinces”.

ARCS launched Youth and volunteers' membership system educational workshop!

On 6th September, youth and volunteers' department of ARCS
held a two-days membership system workshop for the managers
of 34 provinces, regional offices and for some employees of the
HQ office.
