. On 9th Rabi'ul Awal, Mr. Mawlavi Matiul Hag Khalis, Acting President of Afghan Red Crescent, embarked on a six-day journey to Geneva to
= A attend a consultative meeting with officials from national societies of member countries. Where alongside his participation in the meeting,
he also engaged meetings with the authorities of charitable organizations of other various countries.

In Genéve the Acting President of the Afghan Red Crescent held meetings with Stefano Pisotti, the Deputy Permanent representative of Italy
to United Nations Office in Geneva, Jurg Lauber, the Permanent representative of Switzerland to UN, Jagan Chapagain, CEO and secretary
general of IFRC, Xavier Castellanos, the Deputy secretary general for National societies Development and operations coordination IFRC, Silva

Colonna, UK ICRC Humanitarian Policy Adviser, and Christine Sipolla ICRC Regional Director for Asia pacific, where they discussed in detail the
humanitarian assistance to the vulnerable people of Afghanistan, where the participants have assured their full cooperation.

Mr. Mawlavi Matiul Haq Khalis, the Acting President of Afghan Red Crescent, held separate meetings with Nina Stoveljkovic, vice president of
the International Federation of Red Cross and Red Crescent Societies, Lucy Laplante, Head of the Legal Department, and Emmanuela Gerald, a
consultant of IFRC, where they discussed in-depth strategies to expand financial resources for the finance of humanitarian programs in Afghanistan,
improve coordination of humanitarian aid in Afghanistan, and explore mechanisms for transferring funds from countries across the globe to the Afghan
Red Crescent.

During the visit, the Acting President of Afghan Red Crescent participated in the meeting held between the leadership of ICRC and national societies.

In the meeting they discussed ICRC new strategy, as well as they discussed comprehensively humanitarian initiatives of ICRC and IFRC and the joint work of ICRC and

International Movement. At the end of the session the scheduled conference of ICRS and International Movement which will be held next year was discussed.

Poverty/& Responsibility
Of Rich People

Allah Almighty has designed the world, especially human society, with varieties
of characteristics. People differ in their experiences of happiness, sadness,
wealth, and poverty. In all these situations, individuals have responsibilities
and are held accountable accordingly.

It is the obligation of the affluent members of society to reach out to and fulfill
the needs of the impoverished people, as they have share in their wealth, as
Allah Almighty stated in the Holy Quran.

The beloved servant of Allah Almighty and the esteemed guide of humanity,
Hazrat Muhammad PBUH was renowned for his role as a supportive and
compassionate individual within his community even before he was appointed
as a prophet. He was assisting the needy and helping the vulnerable people.
and after his prophethood, this practice became even more emphasized. The
Prophet, PBUH encouraged his followers to fulfill their duty by helping the
vulnerable people, as evident in his blessed teachings. He said:

O people! Exchange greetings with one another, provide food for the hungry
and needy, maintain good relations with your relatives, engage in night prayers
to Allah while the people are sleeping, accordingly you will enter Paradise
safely.

The aforementioned blessed hadith highlights that assisting the less fortunate
not only pleases Allah but also leads to the attainment of Paradise. Whereas
our society predominantly is facing poverty and an unstable economy, where
basic necessities and facilities are lacking for many, it becomes our collective
responsibility to extend assistance to them in such circumstances.

therefore, Afghan Red Crescent takes on the responsibility to fulfill this shared
duty and offers diverse humanitarian services, including assistance for the
impoverished and headless individuals who lack basic necessities, providing
them secure environment (relief centers) and ensures their well-being and it
is among the decisive activities and services of ARCS to take care of headless
widows and orphans.

As a benevolent, humanitarian, and national society, Afghan Red Crescent
focuses primarily on reaching out to impoverished, needy, and headless
individuals and communities, by collecting donations from affluent citizens
and consistently distributing them to fulfill the needs of the less fortunate.

ARCS humanitarian services are based on the principles of independence,

ARCS Introduced!181'Children Suffering from Ventricular

m Defects;To Hospitals For,Treatment

On 21st and 30th of September, ARCS introduced 181 children suffering from ventricular septal defects to 2 domestic hospitals for

therapy and surgery treatment in the capital, Kabul, where the whole cost of treatment and surgery is paid by ARCS.
During the identification ceremony on 6th of Rabi-ul-Awwal, Mr. Mawlavi Matiul Haqg Khalis, the Acting President of Afghan
Red Crescent, highlighted the prevalence of heart disease among children in Afghanistan. He to told that the past wars and the

extensive uses of chemical substances in the country might be the cause of this disease.

According to Mr. Mawlavi Matiul Haqg Khalis, the Acting President of ARCS the organization has identified and registered 26,481

children suffering from ventricular septal defect over the past 14 years, where half of patients have been treated. He added in

past two years, around 2000 children have been referred to the hospitals for surgical procedures, where 1,600 patients have been successfully treated while the remaining are

still under the treatment in hospitals.

Mr. Mawlavi Matiul Haq Khalis said "Afghan Red Crescent is not a budgetary unit of the government, all its services are funded through the income generated from its
properties, the aid of domestic and foreign welfare societies as well as of the benevolent citizens".

Mr. Mawlavi Matiul Haqg Khalis stated that, Afghan Red Crescent's commitment to expand the ambulance services nationwide, to facilitate the transportation of patients and
dead bodies of the impoverished and needy families to hospitals and to their families, free of cost.

It’s commendable that over the past 15 months, ARCS has referred 2008 children suffering from ventricular septal defects for therapy and surgery treatment to different
hospitals, Approximately, 1,500 of them have recovered and returned to their homes, while the remaining children are currently receiving medical treatment in hospitals.

ARCS distributed 1,855,000 AFN cash
assistance to 371 beggar’s famllies in
Kabul and Parwan provinces

On 16th and 23rd of September Afghan Red
Crescent provided 1,855,000 AFN as cash
assistance to 371 beggars families in Kabul
and Parwan provinces.

Among these families, 1,715,000 AFN
were paid to 343 beggar families in Kabul
Marastoon and 140,000 AFN paid to 28
beggar families in Parwan Province, where
each family received 5,000 AFN.

During the distribution of cash aid in Kabul
province, Mr. Mawlavi Matiul Haqg Khalis
remarked that fortunately the program of
helping beggars is going successfully since
its inception and still is sustained. He also
mentioned that around 41,000 beggars have
been referred to us in Kabul city alone.

In addition, Mr. Mawlavi Matiul Hag clarified
that in past it was our program that we were
providing 2,000 AFN per head to each family
on monthly base. However, due to limited
resources, it was decided to pay 5,000 AFN
on monthly base to each family. As a result, a
total of 7,030 individuals from 1,329 families
have received cash assistance in nine stages
of the program.

The Acting President of Afghan Red Crescent
called on international community, well-
wishers, wealthy individuals, and national
businessmen to offer their support to ARCS
and deliver their assistance to vulnerable
and deserving people via the Afghan Red
Crescent.

Mr. Mawlavi Matiul Hag emphasized that
Afghan Red Crescent's revenue and budget
is not sufficient to adequately respond to
beggars, thus he requested the leadership
of the Islamic Emirate of Afghanistan, to
fully support ARCS from Treasury (Ministry
of Finance) which will empower us to
successfully complete this program.

Among thesed families, 1500 families belonged to Maidan Wardak, 1000 to Balkh, 800 to Saripul, 700 to
Jowzjan and 200 families to Kabul, whose survey was already completed and now they were distributed

foodstuffs.

ARCS provided health care services
to 5507 patients in Kunduz, Kapisa
and Kunar provinces

Crescent mobile health teams have provided
various health care services to 5,507 patients in
Kunduz, Kapisa and Kunar provinces.

These patients have been provided services
in OPD, dressing, examination, medication,
gynecology, malnutrition, and health advices.
where particularly, 4,455 patients were served
in Kunduz, 605 in Kapisa and 447 patients in
Kunar provinces.

It is important to note that the Afghan Red
Crescent currently operates 97 mobile health
teams across the country, providing free
healthcare services in remote areas where
people do not have access to health centers.

67 students graduated

of 67 students successfully graduated from
the educational centers in Takhar and Uruzgan
provinces.

Among these students, 37 graduated from
Takhar educational center, while the remaining
30 completed their studies in English and

educational centers have significant number of

students learning in various sections.

It is worth mentioning that at the conclusion of these
sessions, dissemination materials were also distributed to the participants.
